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In addition to the area looking far more presentable any Health and Safety hazard had been removed with a long term plan in place for improving its look. This area has been identified by the Cleansing team as in need of regular weed killing treatment and general maintenance checks.
What we did
All hypodermic needles were disposed of in a sharps box and taken to the local needle exchange the by the cleansing team. The litter was collect and skipped and all the overgrown weeds removed and the area dug over with an idea to eventually gravel and add low lying foliage to make the area more aesthetically pleasing to arriving shoppers.
What was the problem?
The area between the slope and wall of the Mansfield Bus Station was identified as in urgent need of cleaning by the BID Cleansing team. Apart from large weeds this area also contained over 20 hypodermic syringes and a large amount of rubbish that had either blown or been discarded in this area. It was felt to be a high priority for action given its close proximity to shoppers arriving by bus.
